Your motorhome is equipped with a Liquid Propane (LP) gas system that provides a fuel source to the appliances, whi
are designed to use this gas for operation. The storage tank is located under the chassis between the hitch rails. Acces
to the LP tank and regulator is found under the vehicle. The regulator is on the driver side generator bracket.

Regulator

An LP gas regulator must always be installed with the diaphragm vent facing downward. Regulators that are not in
compartments have been equipped with a protective cover. Malke that the regulator vent faces downward and that
the cover is kept in place to minimize vent blockage that could result in excessive gas pressure, causing fire or explosi

The main propane shuiff switch is located in the driver side utility center

Propane fill, breather valve and BBQ quick connect are located on the driver side rear, exterior corner of the vehicle. Tl
breather valve must be open to fill the propane tank. Liquid will appear through the breather valve when the tank is 809
full.

The propane gage is located inside your coach on the rear electrical switch and display panel. The panel will indicate fu
or 100% when the LP tank is 80% full.
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1 Warning: Do not bring or store LP gas containers, gasoline or other #atariquids inside the vehicle, as a fire
or explosion may result. LP gas containers should not be placed or stored inside the vehicle as LP gas contain

inverter.

The awiliary coach battery is charged when the chassis engine is running and the red key disconnect is in the
ON position or when you are connected to a 11D volt power source (shore power or generator) with the
battery switch in the ON position. Your vekichay also be equipped with solar panels. These solar panels will
charge the auxiliary coach battery if the red key disconnect is in the ON position.
